Music

exploring Descriptive Sounds and Performance.

We will also begin to practice our songs for the up-
coming Infant Music festival.

Our PHSE topics will be ‘Healthy Me’ as well as focusing 
on ‘Friendship’ and other ELSA related areas of work.

RE
The children will focus on Islam and attempt to answer 
the question, ‘How might beliefs about creation affect 

the way people treat our World?’

Creative Development
Science

We will continue to focus on ‘Animals including 
Humans’. The children will also learn about what 

changes around us at the end of Winter, through 
Spring and the coming Summer months, through our 

Seasonal Change topic.

History

Queen Elizabeth I. The children will compare both 
their lives & the impact they had on the World.

Geography
This term, the children will investigate the weather 
across the UK. We will look at weather symbols and 

patterns, and will look at similarities and differences 
across the 4 countries that make up the UK.

Computing
This half term, we will continue to learn about E-
Safety and how to communicate sensibly, how to 

access and navigate the internet and Seesaw. We will 
also control robots and describe technology used 

beyond school.

Art
